Meeting began at 5:10 p.m.

SA/SF Chapters Joint Meeting (May 23, 2002)

Leslie reported that arrangements have been finalized for both the venue (Ralston Hall, Notre Dame de Namur University, Belmont) and the caterer for the upcoming joint meeting.  A panel, consisting of Cindy Hill, Richard Geiger and a representative from Outsell, Inc., will be moderated by Leslie.  The format will be that of a town hall meeting.  Attendees will be encouraged to join in the discussion, which is to center (initially at least) around SLA-wide issues, such as the proposed bylaws changes, re-organization at HQ, the inner workings of the board of directors, etc.

Kicking off the program will be a skit starring Richard Geiger and Tim DeWolf.

It was discussed and agreed that a short annual business meeting (San Andreas chapter) will be held prior to the event—time TBA.

Leslie added that projected income for the joint meeting is $2,600 and for the California reception at the Los Angeles annual conference is $1,600.

Ailya suggested that we create excitement by sending out a coiuple more mailings that tease the members with interesting tidbits about the meeting, including a raffle at the business meeting.

Treasurer’s Report

Luisa reported that, after expected inflows from the May meeting, the California reception and sponsorships are taken into account, the bottom line will return to a positive balance.  The chapter’s finances should stay in the black for the remainder of the [calendar year] budget cycle, as we are saving money by publishing the FaultLine electronically, which eliminates printing costs and mailing costs for all but a handful of members.

Leslie said that the program committee has only sent out a couple physical mailings so far this year and Libby noted that they only get a small number of responses from those mailings.  Most were in response to the e-mail version.

Advisory Council
Ailya raised the issue of recruiting new advisory council members for the next program year.  She said those committee slots which are important to fill soon are: Advertising, Bulletin, Directory, Hospitality, and Jobline.

It was suggested that we obtain a list of new chapter members from SLA HQ, or ask Sue Stanek if she has a current list.  These newcomers would be contacted and invited to become active in the chapter.

As for the Bulletin Committee, the idea was floated that some of the bulletin content might be supplied by San Jose State SLIS students, if they could be interested in doing write-ups of our chapter meetings or other topics.

Libby and Leslie offered to compile a list of attendees of the neighborhood dinner meetings as an alternate source of names for committee candidates.

Future Meetings

The date of the first dinner meeting of next year’s program was tentatively set for Tuesday, September 10th, with Tuesday, September 24th as a backup, in case there is a conflict with the San Francisco chapter.

It was agreed that we remind the San Francisco chapter that it is their turn to organize this year’s joint meeting of the chapters’ Executive Boards.

It was suggested that the best time to hold the chapter Board/Council turnover meeting in July, but a specific date was not set.
Awards

Lucy reported that she has not had any response to her call for nominations for the Mark H. Baer Award.  Options were discussed for attracting nominations.

Bylaws

Lucy inquired whether the chapter will be changing our bylaws this year.  Ailya replied that Cindy Hill advised us not to make any changes until SLA HQ finalizes their bylaws changes currently under discussion.

Leslie asked what chapter bylaws changes were being contemplated.  Lucy said that the changes were with regard to:

Executive Board

- Must meet at least 5 times annually

- Additional meetings upon call of the president or upon written request of any member of the Board

- Quorum is 4 members

Chapter meetings

- At least 5 Chapter meetings shall be held each year from June through May.

- Notice of meetings in writing or printed in the Chapter official bulletin shall be sent to each member at least 30 days before the meeting.

Directory

Joe Langdon, the current Directory Committee chair, was welcomed as our new Treasurer for the next 2 years.

Arrangements for publication of the next directory were discussed.  Joe said that it is our turn to handle the printing of the directory this year.  It is the San Francisco chapter’s turn to handle data collection and layout.

Lucy reminded the board that at the last chapter executive boards joint meeting there was a proposal to make the directory committee responsible for soliciting advertising for the directory, rather than the advertising committee, which in the past has handled FaultLine ads, meeting sponsorships, as well as directory advertising.

Minutes Approved

Roger noted that Cindy Hill submitted a correction to the minutes of the December 18th meeting after they had been approved at the January 17th meeting.  It was moved and seconded that the correction be approved.  Motion passed.

It was also moved and seconded to approve the minutes of the January 17th Executive Board meeting.  Motion passed.
