The meeting was called to order at 6:10 p.m.

Welcome and Introductions

Tamara Horacek welcomed everyone and attendees introduced themselves.

Minutes Approved

Roger Sherman distributed the minutes of the last joint meeting, held July 31, 2001.  Leslie Fisher moved for approval, seconded by Jaye Lapachet.  The minutes were approved as written.

Directory 
Joe Langdon, who forms the joint directory committee along with Bruce Thomas, reported that he thought the recent recommendation of the committee to transition to a print-on-demand (POD) directory was a great idea and more appropriate for the high tech community we are a part of rather than the old fashioned method we have been using.  He said that the SLA headquarters database can be used to create personalized chapter directories.  Ailya Rose and Tamara Horacek both responded that they have downloaded lists of chapter members from this database.  Ailya has also used it to create mailing labels using Microsoft Excel and Microsoft Word’s mail merge feature.

Nancy Myers asked if the database is up-to-date.  Ailya said she believes the currency is fine.  Maggie pointed out that members can even update their own records online, although Joe added that the actual changes take a few days to appear, as the data must be verified by headquarters staff.

Tamara proposed that POD directories be created in PDF format and bound in simple bindings.  Lauri Flynn suggested that front and back cover artwork also be included.  The joint boards entertained the idea of charging for these POD directories, but in the end agreed with Ailya that they should be considered membership benefit, as they have been in the past.

There followed a discussion regarding the idea of posting chapter directories in PDF format to the chapter websites and updating them on a regular basis.  The question of privacy was raised in this connection and several possible solutions considered, such as hidden pages or PIN number access.  Tamara suggested that this idea be floated on the chapters’ discussion groups to get feedback from members.

Action items:
· Joe Langdon to check with SLA HQ to see whether it would be possible to password protect files on their website.

· Also, coordinate details including cover art.

· Serve as contact point for POD directories for San Andreas along with Bruce Thomas for San Francisco

· Joe and Bruce to get back to Tamara and Ailya with a plan by September 15, or Labor Day, if possible

Chapter Programs – 2002/2003

Jaye Lapachet reported on plans to date for San Francisco chapter meetings.  She proposed Thursday 15 or Friday 16 of May, 2003, for the next joint chapters meeting.  It is slated to be a fun event in San Francisco with no speaker to which members’ significant others will be invited.  Concern was raised as to how much of a turnout could be expected on a Friday night.  Jaye distributed a tentative list of this year’s upcoming meetings.

Leslie Fisher briefly discussed plans for San Andreas’ chapter meetings.  The first one will take place in September at the Adobe House in Mountain View and will be a chance to socialize/network while munching on hors d’oeuvres.  She said that she might arrange another distance learning opportunity in December, as last year’s event went very well.  There will be a variety of other events—a couple of dinner meetings, a tour, and a round of neighborhood meetings, which were quite popular last year.

Bylaws

Tamara asked if the chapters should coordinate on publicizing the Association’s upcoming bylaws vote—the ballots will be out August 15th.  Ailya commented that no publicity had been sent out.  No action was taken on this matter.

Jobline

Ailya announced that the San Andreas chapter will be responsible for the jobline for the next 2 years (2002/2003 and 2003/2004), as the San Francisco chapter has graciously filled in for San Andreas last year when the chapter was unable to do its alternate-year stint.  The contact person will be Rosalind Young.  The Web work will be handled by Christine Merten.  Rose Macek will take care of billing and Ailya will coordinate to make sure things go smoothly.

Assessment & Benchmarking Institute (Monterey)

Ailya notified the members of the two boards that she had received a call for support for the dine-around program associated with the Institute to be held in Monterey September 13-17.  Any interested parties should contact Lettie Bennett (ProQuest).

Discussion List 
Ailya announced that, when the San Andreas chapter discussion list was transitioned to a new software platform, a few people wee inadvertently dropped, probably including some San Francisco chapter members.  She advised the San Francisco chapter to get out the word, so that those who were dropped can get linked up again.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:00 p.m.
