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The meeting began at 5:36 p.m.

Introductions

Ailya Rose, continuing as chapter president for a second term after filling in most of last year for Catherine Starr, who resigned in October 2001, welcomed everyone and asked attending incoming and outgoing Executive Board and Advisory Council members to introduce themselves.

Committees

Ailya announced that we now have a working committee for the FaultLine bulletin, headed by our new editor Claudia Bach, who will be assisted by Christine Merten and Rosalind Young.  Both they and the mailing committee chair, Linda Yamamoto, were unable to attend the turnover meeting.

Ailya noted that all of the Advisory Council positions have been filled, except Nominations.  After some discussion, Sue Stanek agreed to chair this committee.  Ailya asked those present that, if anyone had ideas for other nominating committee members, to submit them to Sue.

Directory Proposal 
A discussion of the recent proposal by the joint Directory Committee to discontinue publication of the printed joint chapters directory ensued.  It was reported that everyone at the joint meeting of the San Andreas and San Francisco chapters’ executive boards held August 6, 2002, felt OK with the idea.  In general, there was some concern, however, over the unknown cost that print-on-demand requests might incur.  The presidents of the two chapters, Ailya Rose (San Andreas) and Tamara Horacek (San Francisco), are to send out an announcement to gauge the reaction of the membership.  Another point made was that the Who’s Who online membership directory on the SLA headquarters website has been known to be unavailable on occasion.  It was suggested that members contact the directory chair for the information.  Another idea was that the online directory could be mirrored on another server for functional redundancy.

Ailya offered to contact HQ in this regard and explore the possibility of putting it on the agenda of the annual SLA Winter Meeting to be held in New Orleans in January.  She also proposed another solution: put a PDF copy of our chapter’s members from the Who’s Who online directory on our website and password-protect it for the privacy of all.

Action:

Joe Langdon will look into the feasibility of this plan.

Programs

Ailya started by saying she would like to have a student event this year, as the chapter expects to save money that would otherwise have been going to the printing and mailing of the FaultLine and directory.

Director Leslie Fisher, program committee, reviewed her committee’s plans-to-date.  She indicated that there was nothing definitive as yet, but that she would again like to have a mix of hors d’oeuvres events, dinner meetings, a series of small neighborhood meetings, and tours.  The tours, to be arranged in cooperation with Lee Pharis, tours chair, are projected for October and April.  The joint chapters meeting in May 2003 will be organized by the San Francisco chapter.

The upcoming meeting on September 10th will be informal—instead of a speaker, we will introduce the attendees to the Board and Advisory Council, explain how the board and committees work, and solicit participation in program planning.  November/December will be set aside for a distance learning program offered by SLA HQ.  Two other meetings will be planned for January and February, with a series of neighborhood meetings in March.

Leslie went on to say that she is trying to recruit Gary Price, library & Internet research consultant, for the November meeting.  She hopes to hold it at San Jose State and get library school students there involved in arranging the event.

Dates for the January and February meetings were discussed and set for Thursday 1/16 and Tuesday 2/25.

Professional Development

Topics for possible professional development programs were tossed around.  Jon Silver, chair, Professional Development, offered an idea for a panel to present case studies of how librarians have successfully organized/disseminated information within their organizations.  Others responded with complementary ideas: “How can you show value to your company with corporations / libraries at risk?” and “What is the value you have added (and translating this into a ‘pitch’ to management with real examples)?”  Another idea was strategic alliances across disciplines, e.g., partnering with IT for mutual benefit and synergy.

Student Events

Elyse Eisner, advertising chair, noted that the San Francisco chapter sponsors a fall career program / reception at UC Berkeley.  She suggested that perhaps our chapter could do one in the spring at SJSU and invite UCB students as well.

Ailya responded that San Andreas would be willing to sponsor such a spring event.

Action item:

Becky Barber, student liaison, to contact them.

Leslie indicated that she would like to plan a program of interest to SJSU students this year.  Becky said that the special librarianship class is held in the spring, so they’re not yet focused on this, but will be later in the year.

Action item:

Make sure that all major announcements are forwarded to the SJSU mailing list.

Another item discussed that is of particular concern to students was the topic of the cost of chapter meetings.  Leslie indicated that charges had been adjusted slightly: $30 for members and $15 for students, retired and unemployed.  Becky suggested we consider some of the corporate venues, such as Apple, where we are able to charge less.  Leslie responded that she has already arranged with Jane Dodge to have a program at the Microsoft campus in Mountain View.

Budget

Joe Langdon, treasurer, reported that the budget software used by his predecessor was for Macintosh and that he is arranging to transfer the data to PC format.  As soon as that has been done, he has plans to e-mail the board members and each committee chair to get their estimates of what they will need for their individual budgets this year.  He reminded everyone that the chapter’s budget cycle is calendar year, even though chapter officers start their terms after the SLA annual meeting at mid-year.

Archives

Mary Walsh, archives chair, reported that she will be going through the 15 boxes currently in storage and establish retention schedules for various categories of material.  She also proposed storing the archives at a remote location to save on storage costs.  She explained that the storage company will retrieve and deliver files upon request.

Mary announced her guidelines for submissions to the archives:

· If the material is of any use to you now, don’t hesitate to keep it

· If it is insignificant and can be discarded, go ahead and discard it

· If it’s a duplicate file, trash it

· It might be used as a basis for action, keep it for now

Otherwise, submit the material to the chapter archives.

The question was posed as to whether the FaultLine has been sent to the archives on a regular basis.  Mary said she would follow up on this.

Action

Mary to contact bulletin editor Claudia Bach to make sure there is a reasonable complete run of FaultLine issues in the archives, and to insure that continue to be sent to the archives on a regular basis.

FaultLine
As Claudia Bach was not able to attend, she asked Ailya to solicit suggestions for theme issues.  Ideas floated included:

· Interviews with members—veterans and new members

· Copyright issues

· Personal security

· Licensing strategies for electronic information

· Papers of SJSU students in the special librarianship course or SJSU library school students in general; chapter would offer stipend or pay dues in recognition of contribution

Website

A brief discussion followed regarding whether any changes in content or “look” should be made to the chapter website, particularly now that we have a new webmaster.  No action was taken.

At 6:45 p.m. the meeting was adjourned, so that smaller groups could meet for committee turnover.
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
