The meeting began at 5:30 p.m.

Minutes

Libby Trudell called for a motion to approve the minutes of the Executive Board meeting and turnover meeting of June 24, 2003.  The motion made and seconded, and the minutes were approved as written.

Budget

Joe Langdon submitted the budget report. Budget requests for 2004 are due to Joe today, or by the end of the month at the latest. The 2003 figures are slightly negative but are still in the black. The only overspending was for events; everything else was under budget.

It was mentioned that there is no Archives Chair yet. The chapter has offsite storage in San Leandro for archives. The monthly fee is $70 and is paid through end of year. Lee Pharis volunteered to be backup Archives chair.

Libby reminded the board that we own Jobline only through June 2004. 

Libby said that budgeted travel expenses cover attendance at the Winter and Annual meetings for Luisa and Libby. There is the possibility of funding one more person for one of those conferences. Motion was made to approve funding for an additional member of the board to attend either the Winter or Annual meeting. Seconded and approved. Action: Libby will send a message to the board asking who would like to attend. 

Membership

Unemployed Members’ Membership Subsidy

Luisa Tosi Claeys reported that to date, two chapter members have applied. Both would like to work on committees. Currently the deadline for applications is December; Libby proposed making that a rolling deadline; Luisa will notify the membership. Lee advised making stipulations as to length of time employed and the number of times this will be available to an individual. Adjustments may need to be made in the number of subsidized memberships available, as Luisa has learned from SLA National that the unemployed members’ rate can only be used once in a lifetime.

Coupons/SF Chapter

Debbie Hunt of the San Francisco Chapter e-mailed Luisa communicating that there were 30 new members between the chapters, for a total of 97 for 2002-2003. Only 12 people purchased meeting subscriptions, and very few of those were satisfied with the arrangement.

Luisa reported an agreement between the chapters to honor each other’s coupons, limited to three per event. Libby said that coupons should only be used once, necessitating communication between the chapters’ hospitality committees. Luisa will inform Bob Berg. 

Lee put forth the idea of small amount coupons to be given out at meetings as an attendance incentive for future meetings. Gloria will take the idea to Hospitality for discussion.

Meeting Evaluations

Luisa distributed an evaluation form from the last joint chapters meeting, developed by the San Francisco Chapter. She suggested using these questions and adding a request for topic suggestions.  Helen will handle this task.

Programs

Helen reported that the November meeting announcement has been posted to the listserv. A location still must be found for the January meeting.

The joint chapters meeting has been finalized for Thursday, February 5, 2004, possibly at the San Mateo County Courthouse in Redwood City. Discussion ensued regarding budgeting for this event. The cost for this location would exceed budget; however, free venues are being sought for the other meetings, which would make up the difference. Motion was made, seconded and passed to go with the courthouse venue.

Solicitation for neighborhood meetings in April will begin at the November meeting.

For the May volunteer recognition dinner, Libby has put a hold on the upstairs room at Chef Chu’s in Los Altos. The date of May 19, 2004 is yet to be confirmed. (Note: As of March 15, 2004, the May business meeting/volunteer recognition event is now scheduled for May 20 at Mings. – PG)
Tours

Libby reported for Leslie Fisher that plans are underway for the USGS Library in November, the Sonoma County Wine Library in January, and the Computer History Museum Library in May. (Note: As of March 15, 2004, the Sonoma County Wine Library tour is scheduled for March 27. – PG)

Professional Development

In Mary-Lynn Bragg’s absence, Libby summarized her report. The committee is in final preparations for its first program, “Assert your Value – A Half Day Workshop on Marketing and Advocacy for Librarians” on November 19 with Judith Seiss virtually and Cindy Hill in person. Free guest registrations have been offered to non-members provided they register with a member.

Results of the membership survey taken via the listserv in late summer are available on the chapter website.

In December, planning will begin for an early spring event, possibly on taxonomies. This event may be held in the South Bay.

Solo Librarians 

Vicky Gray sent a report to Libby saying that they held a meeting last week and are planning another one for December. Two new people learned of the event from the chapter website.

Student Liaison Activities

Eli Edwards reported that twelve students attended the year’s first meeting. Eli and the Academic Chair for the San Francisco Chapter have been discussing ways to increase turnout. Twenty-seven students are registered for Saturday’s event, which includes a career panel. There was discussion about better supporting the student chapter at San Jose State. Eli said that SLA needs more of a presence on the SLIS website. She also wants to create a mentor clearinghouse.

Mailing Committee 

Linda Yamamoto could not attend, and Libby led a discussion on the best way to check on which members need hard copy mailings. Libby will suggest to Linda that she contact the people on the current postal list by mail. Everyone else can be contacted with an e-mail reminder that the chapter is electronic, but that hard copy mailings are available by request.

Listserv

Libby reviewed the two options for the email list disclaimer: A succinct statement resembling those on many emails or a statement similar to “All normal disclaimers apply.” Due to the questionable legality of the second, we will go with the first option.

Nominations Committee 

Jana Cassel asked for recommendations for President-Elect, Treasurer, and Director for 2004-2005. The slate will be announced at the February meeting in preparation for ballots to be sent out 30 days before the annual business meeting. She also said she is looking for help with the committee.

Awards

Libby relayed Ailya Rose’s report that she is looking for Mark Bauer award nominees. Ailya has sent out two messages to the discussion list asking for volunteers and nominees. 

Twinning Project

There are several candidates from Indonesia. Libby will contact them in the order they appear on the list until one responds and accepts.

Website

Jane Ibl reported that the domain name needs to be renewed. Renewal options range for one to nine years. Motion was made to approve a nine-year renewal. Seconded and passed.

Faultline

Lee proposed regularly posting meeting minutes to the website rather than publishing them in Faultline. Motion to do this was made, seconded and passed.

Lee also suggested publishing advertisements on the website instead of or in addition to inclusion in Faultline. Libby mentioned that would like to discuss ideas regarding content including advertising on the website vs. Faultline. She will set up a conference call to discuss this topic.

Next Meeting

Libby proposed holding the next board meeting before the January dinner meeting, at 5:00.
