Charge cards

Gerri has been investigating use of charge cards for meeting and event payment. The process is not easy to set up and Gerri was uneasy about receiving credit card numbers over the telephone or left on voice mail. She did however find that using PayPal is an option. Susan Stramiello (Meta Group) from an SLA listserv will post "Using PayPal for SLA dues and meeting payments," a summary of responses from other SLA chapters currently using the system. Gerri will forward this message to board members for consideration.  The Washington DC, Toronto, and Boston chapters have used it successfully.
Membership Report

President Elect Lee Pharis reported that membership level is down somewhat. The chapter now has 271 members, including 12 new members since last spring.
Approve Board and Turnover Meeting Minutes
Secretary Pam Gore requested approval of the minutes of the Executive Board and Turnover Meeting of June 29, 2004. Motion made, seconded, and passed. 
Program Planning and Venues
Director Helen Josephine announced the meeting on November 4 with Dean Saxenian of UC Berkeley’s School of Information Management & Systems. Approximately 30 people have registered.  Avi Rappaport of searchtools.com will speak at the February 3, 2005 program. [Note: The date for this meeting was later changed to February 10, 2005. – PG]
 Mary-Lynn is looking into planning a spring program on Alternative Careers.  The joint meeting with the San Francisco Chapter is slated for March 22; however speaker Craig Newmark has not yet confirmed.

25th Anniversary Celebration
President Luisa Tosi-Claeys reported that she expects 80-90 people to attend. The date and location are set for May 12, 2005 at 6:00 p.m. at the Los Altos History Museum. After tours and food at 6:00, the program will begin at 7:00. A speaker has not been selected. Helen and Lee suggested several speakers involved in technological and/or historical projects. Luisa is currently budgeting $2000 for the program, and will consult the board later if more is needed. The total budget for the party is $8000. Past President Libby Trudell affirmed that the amount is comparable to last May’s year-end celebration.  Luisa is planning a meeting of the celebration coordination committee in January.
Tours Planning
Committee Chair Leslie Fisher announced the Scios Tour, featuring access to the labs, on November 10th. Leslie is also scoping out a possible tour of the Santa Clara Water Authority Library in March. She is considering ideas for a May tour but is undecided on whether to schedule one, as several other events are planned for that timeframe.

Professional Development
Chair Cindy Hill distributed a handout detailing several ideas for the year’s professional development activities. Summary:

· “Lunch & Learn” seminars – offering access to all SLA webinars January-June, possibly in two locations. Participants bring a lunch; the chapter provides beverages and dessert. 
· Host at least one Dialog Quantum Program and one Factiva program. 
· Full-day professional development seminar, facilitated by a nationally recognized speaker or trainer.
· Publish short, sequential articles in Faultline on the value and ROI of a person’s own professional development. 
· Create a list of web-based development opportunities.

· Share latest association level online learning developments. 
· Establish a program to award scholarships to one student and one unemployed member.
Linda McKell suggested an online book club and Leslie recommended the practice of forwarding learning opportunities to the online discussion list. Cindy added these to her list.
Cindy has submitted her budget request and is planning her initial committee meeting for the week of November 1.

Directory
Chair Joe Langdon reported that there has been no print directory for three years. There have been no requests, as all directory information is accessible online. Last year Joe obtained a download for the archives, and he asked for the group’s input as to whether to continue this practice. The group agreed that this practice should be continued, submitting the directory and chapter background sheets on both electronic media and hard copy to the archives annually.
Chapter Photo
SLA President Pam Rollo has requested group photos from all the chapters by February. Luisa proposed taking the photo in front of Apple Computer on a Saturday followed by a group lunch. Libby suggested taking the photo at meetings and tours before February. It was agreed this could be done in addition to a location shot. There was some discussion about Apple as the location, and Luisa requested that further suggestions be sent to her. [Note: The location for the photo was subsequently set for Hoover Tower on the Stanford campus. – PG]
Rename Advertising & Bylaws Committees
Luisa proposed changing the names of the Advertising Committee and Bylaws Committee to more accurately reflect their functions. There is no consistent name among chapters for the Advertising Committee’s function, but Luisa proposed using the name that SLA National uses: Vendor Relations Committee. Since the Chapter Governance Document has replaced the bylaws, the Bylaws Committee can now be called the Governance Document Committee. Luisa made a motion to accept the new committee names; motion was seconded and passed.
Name Tags to Identify Board Members
Hospitality Chair Linda McKell suggested various ways for easily identifying board members at meetings. The group favored adding a ribbon to their name tags. Linda will implement for the next meeting.

Nominations
Nominations Chair Jeanie Fraser announced that nominations are needed for next year’s President Elect, Secretary, and Director, and requested that nominations to be sent to her. Chapter membership must vote on the slate at the meeting preceding the annual business meeting. Cindy suggested posting the slate to the listserv before the meeting, and Lee mentioned that the new chapter governance document provides leeway to do that. Jeanie said she will post the slate by late March.
Laptop Purchase

Jeanie asked for input on whether the chapter should purchase a laptop for the Secretary. Current Secretary Pam Gore uses her own, but subsequent secretaries may not have one. There was discussion on other committees’ use of it and probable logistical difficulties. It was agreed finally that most people have access to laptops and that a chapter purchase is not necessary.
Awards
Awards Chair Libby Trudell said that she will solicit nominations soon. Cindy advised considering nominations to the national level awards as well. 
FaultLine
Luisa announced that the September/October issue of Faultline has been published. Unfortunately, the editor and layout people have left the committee. Help must be found to publish future issues. Lee said that the Boston Chapter publishes to the website rather than creating a separate document and suggested that method rather than replacing the layout person. Discussion ensued as to who could be tapped to help out. Luisa thought this might be a good opportunity for a student, and Linda mentioned that AIM could assist in finding someone. Luisa decided to pursue both avenues.
Other Committee Updates
Hospitality

Linda asked if students could attend meetings at no charge. Luisa believes that the current minimal charge ensures attendance.
Solo Librarians
Chair Eric Kristoffersen reported that the group is meeting every six weeks, with presentations at each meeting. On October 28, Rowan Fairgrove will speak on library horror stories. A speaker from Dialog is tentatively planned for the December meeting. Eli Edwards has spread the word to San Jose State students about the meetings. 
California Chapters Reception at Annual Conference

Lee announced that the reception will take place on Monday, June 6, 2005 from 5-7 p.m. at Steamwhistle Brewing Company in Toronto. A notice will be published in Faultline.
Next Meeting
Luisa will set up the next Board Meeting for a date in January before the Leadership Summit.
Other Items of Interest

Linda reminded the group of the California Library Association’s conference to be held in San Jose in mid-November. Luisa requested that Linda send an announcement to the discussion list.
Eric announced a reception celebrating San Jose State Library School’s 50th anniversary on November 15th.
