The meeting began at 5:32 p.m.
Introductions 

Incoming President Luisa Tosi Claeys introduced herself and welcomed everyone. After  thanking all for attending, she asked incoming and outgoing Executive Board and Advisory Council members to introduce themselves.
Approval of Minutes

Pam Gore requested a motion from the Board to approve the minutes of the Executive Board meeting held on March 17, 2004. Motion made, seconded and passed.

Status of Committees for 2004 – 2005 / Administrative Reminders

Luisa announced that all committees have been filled and asked for a motion to approve the slate of officers and committees. Motion made, seconded, and passed. Luisa then reminded the officers to sign the Unit Officer Acknowledgement Form tonight, and to sign and fax the Leadership Code of Responsibility to SLA in Washington, DC by June 30. To be clear on their responsibilities committee chairs and members should also review the new Code of Responsibilities. Any material to be archived should be handed over to Lee Pharis.

Financial Report 

Outgoing Treasurer Joe Langdon reported that there is $42K in the chapter’s Money Market account. A $30K I-bond was to be purchased with funds from the checking account. (Note: See minutes of March 17, 2004 meeting for background on this. –PG) However, incoming Treasurer Gerri Stephenson learned that she could not purchase them for the chapter. Luisa will explore alternative investments for the funds and inform the board. There is about $6,400 in checking, making a grand total of just over $49K. Joe submitted a copy of the chapter budget for 1/1/2004-12/31/2004 and announced that he completed and submitted the mid-year financial reports for SLA National.

2004-2005 Programs

Helen distributed the preliminary chapter program calendar. San Francisco Chapter programs are included on a separate page to facilitate coordination between chapters. This year’s programs include:

· 4 Tours

· 4 Program Meetings

· 2 or more Professional Development Activities

· Neighborhood meetings

Helen proposed posting the calendar on the website and keeping it updated, providing easier reference for activity planning.

Discussion ensued around the timing of the first program meeting of the year, so as not to schedule it too closely to the San Francisco chapter’s 80th anniversary celebration on September 23. General consensus was to wait until October to hold the first meeting. Helen announced that San Francisco is planning the joint chapters meeting for March. Our chapter’s 25th anniversary celebration will be held in May (further discussion below). Regarding meeting cost, Helen mentioned that the free use of Exponent’s space last year was very helpful. In closing, she requested that ideas for programs be sent to herself or Mary-Lynn Bragg.

Fall Tour

In Leslie Fisher’s absence, Luisa announced the first tour of the year, the Archives of Recorded Sound at Stanford, to be held on Tuesday, September 14.

Discussion: Funds for Chapter Activities

As a non profit organization, the chapter’s large amount of cash on hand is to be used to support members. Luisa initiated a discussion on creative ways to support projects, grants, and other chapter activities—a charge she has taken on for her term. She presented the idea of developing an activity related to alternative careers for librarians and solicited further thoughts and ideas in this area.  

Lee Pharis reminded the group that the chapter is responsible for the California reception at the Annual Conference in Toronto next year. Costs for the reception have not yet been identified, but it is a definite possibility for use of chapter funds.

Other ideas included use of funds for program and professional development events and student scholarships. Libby Trudell put forth the idea of participating in a pilot with SLA’s image-building campaign. Cindy Hill said that she will follow up with two staff in Washington who she knows to be involved with this project.

25th Anniversary Celebration 

Luisa discussed her ideas for the chapter’s 25th anniversary celebration, which could be combined with the Annual Business Meeting in May. She would like to acknowledge past presidents, officers, committee members, and sponsors, and invite charter members. Prizes, gifts, and icebreaker games may also be included. Luisa proposed forming a committee to organize the event and will send out a message asking for volunteers.

Next Board Meeting

Luisa reminded the Advisory Board of the San Francisco/San Andreas Joint Chapters Board Meeting on July 14. After some discussion, it was agreed that the next chapter board meeting would be held in October.

Turnover Process

The meeting was adjourned at 5:55 p.m. so that smaller groups could complete the turnover process.
