Approval of Minutes from Previous Board Meeting

Secretary Marie Bojnowski called for a move to approve the February 15, 2006 Board Meeting minutes.  Motion was made, seconded, and passed.

Committee Chair Updates

Programs- Eli Edwards and Lee Pharis

Eli reported on the Fall Chapter Program entitled “The Open Library, Internet Archive and Open Content Alliance: A Progress Report” to be held on October 3, 2006 at Piacere Restaurant in San Carlos. Guest speaker for this event will be Czeslaw Jan Grycz, Curator, Internet Archive. Eli is currently co-coordinating both the announcements and venue preparations for this event.
