Approval of Minutes
Past President Lee Pharis requested a motion from the Board to approve the minutes of the Executive Board and Turnover Meeting held on January 11, 2007. Motion made, seconded and passed.

Financial Report

Treasurer Helen Losch reminded us that she has emailed a copy of the proposed 2007 budget for our review. Committee Chairs should email Helen their budget requests for 2007. Helen reported that dues allotments are now more than $14.40 per person and that membership has dropped. Helen also reported that we currently receive 3.5-4% rate of return on our CD’s,  however, Corporate is earning a 6% return annually  Helen recommended we participate in an SLA Pooled Fund account. Lee motioned that we approve participation in an SLA Pooled Fund account. Seconded and passed. 
Archives
Lee gave an update on our archival materials. Lee has been going through our archived files and we currently have twelve boxes as well as two boxes of other Chapter’s archived newsletters. Lee has contacted the other Chapters in regards to their newsletter archives and is currently exploring affordable storage options for us.  
Website Committee
Claudia discussed the communication guidelines and as they relate to the Blog vs. Listserv. For example, where is the best place to post events that are not Chapter or SLA related? Should we post these events? Should we have an event calendar such as Google calendar for Chapter events or for “other events?” 
Further discussions ensued on a photo policy as well as a copyright policy for use with the San Andreas Chapter Blog. Helen Josephine suggested that the policies be posted on the chapter blog for review and approval from Board members. We will vote via email.
Vendor Relations

Helen Josephine handed out information regarding the various sponsorship levels our vendors can select from when considering advertising on the chapter’s blog (see handout).  
Solo Librarians
Eric reported that more money will needs to be allocated in order to host the Solo Librarians meeting dinners for 2007. Eric reported that $200.00 was spent last year on meetings and to expect that figure to be around $1500.00 in 2007.
Programs
Lisa reported on the “Ethnographer” presentation scheduled in May at Intel. Lisa might not be able to accommodate the number of people planning to attend. Eric suggested that Lisa contact Sylvia Lee and that she might have a space available. 

Professional Development

Cindy reported on “Click U University” an online learning community for SLA members and the valuable free resources that are buried within this program. Cindy would be contacting Claudia Cohen to work out a process of relaying this information to our Chapter members so that they will be able to take advantage of these offerings and achieve their overall professional and personal goals. 
Student Liaison Activities
Beverly McLeod suggested ways to increase SJSU student chapter participation. For example, mentorship programs, internships at select Special Libraries. Beverly reported that SJSU has an internship program listing but not enough special libraries participants.  Beverly said that students are also interested in library tours. Mary-Lynn put forth the idea of having librarian interviews and posting these on the blog for student access. Other ideas suggested included;

· Speaker at the SJSU New Students event in September- Lisa Sammon
Jobline
In Lorna Beich’s absence Helen Josephine reported that there have been only five new  job postings since February. We are competing with free job postings sites however, we will continue to charge $25.00-$50.00 per posting since we are a non-profit organization. Lorna wanted to know if Jobline donations are considered 510(c)(3) charitable donations and consequently tax deductible. 
Other Items of Interest
Cindy suggested that we look at a name change for “San Andreas” and she proposed that we might want to consider the name “Silicon Valley Chapter.”
Cindy suggested that we bring it up to our Chapter members and let SLA know that we’re thinking about it. The process will take about a year to complete.
