Action Items Review

Leslie ran through her action items from the last meeting—all completed.

Update on PayPal

Leslie thanked Jean for her comments on Steven’s researched options. Jean explained that for our level of activity, the Standard version would probably be sufficient. We would not need the Professional version. The standard version charges a percentage per transaction. The Chapter would need to charge a convenience fee to cover the additional cost of using PayPal, but this fee could easily be changed on a meeting-by-meeting basis.

Discussed how credits are handled and who would actually be in charge of administering the Chapter’s PayPal account. Jean has been acting as consultant on PayPal issues.

There have been challegnes integrating PayPal and SurveyMonkey, but we hope to make January 14th the first PayPal-paid event.

Update on Strategic Planning Survey
No traction this year but Leslie will join the Strategic Planning Committee next year and hopes to help in getting a survey out mid-1st Quarter next year.

Update on Chapter Name Change
The Board has agreed to proceed but the project needs to be timed strategically. SLA’s name change has captured a great deal of attention, and Leslie would like to wait until early next January to see our local chapter address its own name change issue.

Update on SLIS Contest
There has been one submission so far. Discussed extending the deadline to January 10th, and Helen will talk to Jane and David about this possibility. She will let Leslie and Kathleen Gust (SA’s President-Elect) know about the deadline decision. 

Patricia suggested she could reach out to students who have attended past SLA events and promote the contest, assuming the deadline is extended. 

Helen has asked for volunteers to help evaluate the submissions. Jean volunteered to evaluate student submissions.
New Business
At this time, the December 8th Meeting does not appear to be at the “break even” point. Various ideas on how to cover costs were discussed.
